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LEO Xlll AND THE QUESTION OF

“ANGLICAN ORDERS” RECONSIDERED
Few centuries in British history have been so ndutkgdramatic contrast as the nineteenth.

The English countryside celebrated in the workghaf major Romantic poets (especially William Wordsth) stood in striking
juxtaposition to the urban squalor spawned by tigkistrial Revolution (so vividly depicted in Diclkes later novels).

Similarly, the growing recognition of human riglatsd freedoms reflected in the abolition of slav@§07), the Reform Act of 1832
(amended in 1867) and the appearance of John S$t&ilBs classic essayn Liberty (1859) took place against a background of
unprecedented imperialistic expansion and repredabour legislation.

In the religious realm, following a relatively immglous period in the Church of England's historyimy the previous century (the
Brothers Wesley stand as conspicuous exceptioriset@eneral state of affairs), the age was chaiaetk by tension on several
fronts, not the least of which derived from chadles associated with Darwinian scientific theorye @rigin of Speciesppeared in
1859, theDescent of Main 1870).

With the emergence of the Oxford Movement (18338)8#hose luminaries included John Keble, Edwaré@®@sey and John Henry
Newman, there developed a concerted attempt ambmglomen of “higher” liturgical and historical imgation to rediscover the
“singular genius of an Anglican Tradition somehow compromised otk preceding two centuries either through indéffee or
counter-productive sectarian controversy.

For some “Oxonians” (Newman remains the prime exejnghe tortuous return to the basics of a distifarlesia Anglicanded to
Rome; others found solace in the aesthetic “metisaé of the English Pre-Raphaelites and the inicitbn of Roman ritualistic
practice to augment the sterile forms of contemgponarship.

The 19th century also witnessed a re-invigoratibrAoglican religious life, particularly as eviderntdéy the establishment of
observant communities for women and men such asahgregations of Saint Mary the Virgin (1848),@afargaret (1855), Saint
Andrew (1861), the Sisters of the Church (1870% 8ociety of Saint John the Evangelist (1865) drel Community of the
Resurrection (1892).

By the 1890s, several influential C of E prelated aniversity clergy were increasingly disposeddtermine the exact nature of their
sacramental relationship with the Apostolic Seecdkdingly, they sought to obtain from the Vaticdnring the pontificate of Leo
XIll, a definitive pronouncement re: the validity so-called “Anglican Orders.”

This initiative resulted in the papabtllus’ APOSTOLICAE CURAE (promulgated 13 September 1896) and a fornfeNSWER
OF THE ARCHBISHOPS OF ENGLAND (published 28 March 1897). Because the issue is intrinsicallgted to the principle of
Apostolic Succession, readers are directed tdihkectics for August, September and November 2007 (seer&ditote) in which
the subject was discussed at length.

In order to comprehend fully the doctrinal implicais of what follows, it is imperative understahe turbulent history of the English
Reformation or, more specifically, the changesddesiastical governance effected under Henry VIII.

Stated briefly, the initial Henrician “reformed” Gith remained basically Catholic in liturgy, dog(eapecially concerning the Holy
Eucharist) and even local customary observancetwistanding the introduction of the vernaculatoipublic worship, the first
prayerbook(s) authored by Archbishop Cranmer agteainstituted redacted compilations of Latin Igigal texts in general use from
the Middle Ages. Of these, that associated wittu®a(Salisbury) had attained the widest currendgrpgo the 16th century. [For
extended studies of the BCP's indebtedness toed#at sources, consult Procter and Fré&xédEW HISTORY OF THE BOOK
OF COMMON PRAYER and Evan Daniel'$HE PRAYER BOOK: ITS HISTORY, LANGUAGE AND CONTENTS .] That
the “new” orders of service now available in Enlgleoincided with the great age of biblical trarislatwas, indeed, fortuitous.

For present purposes, the question of Anglican Gread their recognition by Rome arises histoycalbm the appearance of the
Edwardian Ordinalpublished five years after Henry VIlII's death.

As noted above, the fabric of the Henrician Churepresented a “re-FORMED” (as opposed to “improvedistitution still
recognizably “Catholic” at least in several extérmanifestations; unmistakably “Protestant” acaesi developed in earnest only
during the brief reign (1547-53) of the sickly bking, Edward VI. Changes in the rites peculiathte ordination of priests and the
“consecration” of bishops inaugurated shortly bef&dward's premature death by the r@wdinal of 1552 were deemed by the
Leoninecuria as defective in botform and content ASAPOSTOLICAE CURAE emphasized, the actual formula by which the C
of E's ordinations were effected -- “Receive theyHBhost” -- was inherently deficient insofar asfafled to specify unto what
sacramental purpose the rite was being performiEae addition of the words “for the office and wark a priest [bishop] in the
Church of God” (cf. BCP p. 655) in th@rdinal's 17th-century revision (1662) was considered inadéz|to remedy the defective
form introduced during Edward's rule. Therefore practical terms, all orders conferred over th@-§dar interim were declared
invalid.



In the opinion of Leo'suria, contemporary testimony suggests that a negateesion re: the status of Anglican Orders wouldeéhav
resulted in a massive influx of converts to the Ranfold. If this was the case, the pontiff and b@insellors were sorely
disappointed.

Another problem arose from significant “irregulae®’ inherent in the actual rites of ordination awhsecration occasioned by the
innovative Edwardian provisions. Whereas a pppessbyter traditionally received the chalice andepaas the symbolic
“instruments” pertaining to his office, the 158&dinal prescribed only that a copy of the Scriptures teEsgnted to the ordinand.
Furthermore, rather than imposing hands on the mrofvthe ordinand's head, the revised service gealifor doing this on his
shoulders. The same was the case for the ordefiadishop. Herein lies the basis for rejectimg talidity of Anglican Orders over
a century ago.

As explained elsewhere, once Apostolic Successamnhbeen compromised, lawiulposition of holy orders becomes a matter for
dispute. Thus, any ordination or episcopal coraent performed by the Canterbury Communion's féshiprelacy are summarily
invalid, and all sacramental acts performed byehoko have received their orders at their hanesgth the exception of Baptism - -
similarly so.

For us, the pivotal questions become:-
How does the Vatican regard those orders underhadiic TAC clergy function sacramentally?
What of our married episcopacy?

The following observations are relevant:

1. The issue of “conditional” or “provisional” re-orition has not heretofore been raised during netimis between our
bishops and their Roman counterparts.

2. Indeed, it is extremely unlikely that the RC Chunebuld have initiated discussions with the TAC hhére existed
predisposed bias against the validity of our rited those who administer them.

3. Especially in Europe (albeit not unknown in Nortinérica), married clergy converting from non-RC lexd{e.g., German
and Swiss Lutherans) exercise canonically recodnmaistries. And, of course, the Eastern Rite IChes have always
embraced a married clergy.

4. Historical documentation confirms a married prela@eging from apostolic times in the person of S&eter himself [ref.
Matt. 8.14, Mk. 1.30 and Lk. 4.38]. Although Orttox bishops must now be celibate and drawn fromréimks of the
monastic clergy, there existed in Christianity'snfative centuries a “hereditary episcopacy” in Bestern Church. Thus,
the noted theologian Gregory of Nazianus was theafoa bishop (also named Gregory). In the cas€A hierarchy,
where both celibate and married bishops functioth wiutual respect and equanimity, a compromise tmigheffected
whereby future members of tlepiscopacy would be obligated to follow the RomastErn model. That is say, those TAC
bishops currently married would be the last ofrtkéid

5. Finally -- and realistically -- some provision foonditional re-ordination/consecration of TAC clefdIGHT be required
by Rome on a case-by-case basis as a preludemalfartercommunion, but this would doubtless sdovellay the fears of
RC's likely to be scandalized by the erratic comafithe Canterbury Communion.

To conclude: The validity of “modern” (as opposea “historical”) Anglican Orders has been irrevogahbinpaired by the
irresponsible actions of “Rowan-iteQur resistance to such irregular practices, howeas ,doubtless enhanced the TAC's position
sub specie VaticanisAgain, the highly technical issues raisedAROSTOLICAE CURAE are just that -- technical considerations
of dubious relevance after 112 years and refleatirmymstances operative three centuries earlier.

Confident that our hierarchy will continue to ondailergy qualified to minister effectively in woahd sacrament, let us have faith
that Almighty God in his Providence has preserveghd will continue to preserve — an orderly saceidsuccession acceptable to
both the faithful of our Continuum and the Apostdiiee.
